Lecture 3: The Kingdom of Heaven — From a

Pauline Theology Perspective

. The Kingdom of Heaven is a Perfect Theocratic Kingship.

1) Unlike worldly political systems, the Kingdom of Heaven is ruled by
Jesus Christ, the King of kings.

2) It is not a constitutional monarchy, dictatorship, or republic, but an
eternal divine monarchy.

3) The Davidic kingdom in the Old Testament was a foreshadowing of
Christ's eternal reign.

. The Kingship of Christ is Established through Redemption.

1) Jesus inaugurated God's Kingdom through His death and resurrection.
2) He will return to bring cosmic unity and reign over heaven and earth
(Eph. 1:10; Col. 1:16).

. The Kingdom’s Rule Is Unlike Earthly Governments.

1) Worldly power is self—serving, but Christ rules by serving (Mark 10:45).
2) He is a King of compassion, caring for the weak, sinners, and the
marginalized (Matt. 25).

. The Laws of the Kingdom Are Paradoxical.

1) Those who humble themselves will be exalted.

2) The one who dies will bear much fruit.

3) The one who gives up all will receive all.

4) The last will be first, and the least will be the greatest (Matt. 23:12,
John 12:24, Mark 10:29-30).

. The Kingdom is Governed by Grace, Not Law.

1) It is not a legalistic state but a realm of liberty in the Holy Spirit
(Rom. 6:14).

2) Heaven, like the church and family, is governed by love, not judicial
enforcement.

. The Returning Christ Will Reign as King in Glory.

1) First Coming: As a humble servant.



2) Second Coming: As the glorious Judge and King.
3) Though the world rejected Him at first, every knee shall bow before
Him at His return (Phil. 2:9-11).
