Opening

Segment 5: The Spirit and the Church

“The church is the body of Christ—built, gifted, and unified by the Spirit.
No ministry in the Church is possible without Him. As Paul said, ‘There are
different gifts, but the same Spirit.” (1 Cor. 12:4)”

Segment 6: The Spirit in the New Era
“The Holy Spirit opened the new covenant age: global mission, Gentile
salvation, and the indwelling presence of God.

He is preparing us for resurrection glory—'The Spirit will give life to your
mortal bodies’ (Rom 8:11).”
