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Lecture 4: The Blood Covenant
(Passover and the Blood Covenant)

1. Nature of the Covenant: God's Sovereign Grace
1) For Paul, the covenant is not conditional upon human works but based
solely on God's unilateral grace(Galatians 3:17-18).

2) The Abrahamic covenant is grounded in God’s promise, not in the
law, and it finds its fulfillment in Christ(Romans 4:13-17).

2. Passover and the Blood Covenant: A Typology of the Gospel
1) The Passover event in Exodus is a foreshadowing of Christ’s atoning
sacrificeon the cross (1 Corinthians 5:7).

2) The blood of the lamb symbolizes the blood of Jesus, which delivers
from judgment and brings life.

3) The shedding of blood represents release from the condemnation of
the law and entry into the realm of grace (Romans 3:25).

3. Jesus Christ: The Fulfiller of the Covenant
1) Jesus existed before all things (Colossians 1:16-17), came under the
law to fulfill it (Galatians 4:4-5), and declared, “It is finished” (John
19:30), completing the Abrahamic covenant (Galatians 3:16).

2) He is the Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end of God's
redemptive plan (Revelation 1:8).

4. The Holy Spirit: Applier of the Covenant
1) Paul refers to the Holy Spirit as the “promised Spirit”(Ephesians 1:13),
through whom the new covenant becomes effective in the believer’s
life.

2) The Spirit applies the power of Christ’s blood personally, sealing the
believer as a child of Godand partner in the covenant(Romans8:14-16).



5. Living Under the Blood Covenant: A Life of Faith
1) Paul teaches that life under the law brings bondage, but life under

grace through the blood brings freedom and righteousness(Romans
6:14-18).

2) The true believer is crucified with Christ and no longer lives by his
own strength but by Christ in him (Galatians 2:20).

3) Authentic Christian life is union with Christ, led and empowered by the
Holy Spirit (Romans 8:1-4).
