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Lecture 6 The Blood Covenant(The Name of God)

1. Introduction: The Blood Covenant is the Total Exchange of Being

1) In Pauline theology, the blood covenant is a spiritual union with Christ,
like a marriage (Rom. 7:4).

2) Our sins and curses are transferred to Christ,while God’s righteousness,
life, name, and authority are transferred to us (2 Cor. 5:21).

2. The Nature and Authority of God’s Name
1) God’s name represents His person, essence, glory, power, and
ownership.
2) Paul exalts the name of Jesus as the highest name in salvation and
dominion (Phil. 2:9-11).

3. Jesus Christ |s the Name of God
1) Jesus is the heavenly name who embodies both divinity and humanity.
2) He came in the name of the Father (John 5:43), and the Holy Spirit
spoke through Him (Acts 28:25-26).
3) The Triune God is fully revealed in the name of Jesus Christ (Matt.
28:19).
