| . Biblical Basis of the Fullness of the Spirit in Pauline Theology

1) Paul considers the fullness of the Spirit not merely as an emotional
experience, but as essential for the Christian life and ministry.
(1) In the Old Testament, the Spirit filled specific people for special

tasks.
(2) In the New Testament, especially in Paul's writings, the fullness

of the Spirit is a commandto all believers and is to be a

continuous lifestyle.

Il. Meaning of the Fullness of the Spirit

1) A life under the full dominion of the Spirit(Rom 8:1-14)

Walking not by the flesh but by the Spirit.

2) Transformation into the image of Christ(2 Cor 3:18)




The Spirit works sanctification from within.

3) Empowerment for obedience(Phil 2:13)
The Spirit enables us to will and to act according to God's pleasure.
Bearing the fruit of the Spirit(Gal 5:22-23)

4) The fullness is evidenced by character, not just power.

Ill. Results of the Spirit—Filled Life

1) Boldness in gospel witness(Acts 1:8)
Power is given to testify of Christ

2) Spiritual gifts and authority(1 Cor 12, Rom 12)
For the edification of the body of Christ.

3) Endurance in suffering(Rom 5:3-5)
The Spirit grants hope and perseverance.

4) Growth toward the fullness of Christ(Eph 4:13)
Spiritual maturity comes through the Spirit’'s work.

5) Carring out Christ’'s New Commandment(John 13:34-35)
Bearing wiyness to Jesus by practicing the love Jesus showed to all
peaple.

V. Conditions for Receiving the Fullness

1) Spiritual hunger and thirst(Gal 3:2-5; John 7:37-39)
The Spirit is given to those who earnestly seek Him.

2) Faith—filled prayer(Luke 11:13)
Grace is received through faith.

3) Obedience and self-denial(Rom 12:1-2)
Living sacrifices are vessels of the Spirit.

4) Abiding in the Word(Col 3:16 cf. Eph 5:18)
The Word-filled life is a Spirit—filled life.
