Lecture 9: The Regenerating Work of the Holy Spirit

(John 3:1-7)

Definition of Regeneration

2.

1) For Paul, regeneration is the spiritual resurrectionof a dead soul by
the Holy Spirit—"a new creation in Christ" (2 Cor 5:17).

2) It is a transition from being under the law and condemnation to being
under grace and life (Rom 6:14; Rom 8:1-2).

3) Regeneration is not by human effort but by God’s sovereign grace
(Eph 2:4-5; Titus 3:5).

Nicodemus and the Limit of Legal Righteousness

3.

1) Nicodemus, though a religious leader, failed to perceive the spiritual
reality of being born again.

2) Paul declares that no one is justified by the law, but by faith in Jesus
Christ (Rom 3:20-28).

Means of Regeneration: The Word and the Spirit

4.

1) The gospel is the power of God for salvation, and faith comes by
hearing it (Rom 10:17).

2) “Water and the Spirit” symbolize being born again not through rituals
but through the word of the gospel (water)and the power of the Holy
Spirit(1 Pet 1:23; John 3:5).

Results of Regeneration

1) The regenerate person becomes a new creation, a child of God, and
a spiritual citizen (2 Cor 5:17; Rom 8:16—17; Eph 2:19).



2) Freed from condemnation under the law and led into a life of
sanctification by the Spirit(Rom 8:1-14).
5. The First and Second Adam
1) All die in the first Adam, but all are made alive in the second Adam—
Christ (Rom 5:12-21).
2) Regeneration is liberation from Adam’s sin and union with Christ(Rom
6:3-11; Gal 2:20).

6. Ministry of the Holy Spirit
1) The Spirit enables a person to confess that Jesus is Lord(1 Cor 12:3).
2) The Spirit seals (Eph 1:13), indwells (Rom 8:9), adopts (Rom 8:15),
and sanctifies the believer.

7. The Spirit as the Guarantee of Salvation
1) Paul describes the Holy Spirit as the guarantee (earnest)of our
inheritance (2 Cor 1:22; Eph 1:13-14).

2) This seal confirms that the regenerated person is truly God’s childand
heir.
