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Lecture 14: The Gift of Healings
1 Corinthians 12:1, 4-11

1. Nature of the Charismata in Pauline Theology
1) Spiritual gifts are expressions of divine grace given by the Holy Spirit
for the common good (1 Cor 12:7).
2) The gift of healing is a supernatural manifestation of the Spirit, not
the result of human ability or medical science.
3) Paul emphasizes that each gift is distributed according to the Spirit's
sovereign will (1 Cor 12:11).

2. Healing and the Proclamation of the Gospel
1) The gift of healing serves as a sign confirming the truth and power of
the gospel (Rom 15:18-19).
2) Just as Jesus healed by the power of the Spirit, Paul too healed the
sick through spiritual gifts (Acts 28:8-9).
3) Healing is part of the ministry of breaking the power of the devil (1
John 3:8).

3. The Holy Spirit and the Sanctity of the Body
1) Paul describes the believer’'s body as the temple of the Holy Spirit (1
Cor 6:19).
2) Therefore, divine healing reflects God’s purpose to keep His temple—
our bodies—holy.

3) Healing is not just physical recovery, but a gracious manifestation of
redemption in the body (Rom 8:11).

4. General Healing vs. the Special Gift of Healing
1) Paul distinguishes the “gifts of healing” as specific operations of the
Spirit given to certain individuals (1 Cor 12:30).
2) While all believers may receive healing through faith and prayer, the
special gift is for building up the church.
3) Jesus also began His healing ministry after receiving the Spirit, which
aligns with Paul’s pneumatological framework (Luke 4:18).




5. The Baptism of the Spirit and the Gift of Healing
1) The baptism in the Holy Spirit is the foundation for the operation of
spiritual gifts.
2) Not all who are Spirit—baptized receive the same gift, as this depends
on the Spirit's sovereign will (1 Cor 12:11).
3) The church is called to desire the gifts but to always recognize that
their distribution lies with the Spirit (1 Cor 12:31).
