Romans 8:14

"For those who are led by the Spirit of God are the sons of God."

. Assurance of salvation is based on the inner witness of the Holy Spirit.

Paul teaches that our confidence in being children of God comes not

from emotions or religious rituals but from the inner testimony of the

Holy Spirit.

(Rom. 8:16) —“The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are
children of God.”

. The children of God are led by the Holy Spirit.

This guidance is not merely emotional but evidenced by a transformed
life, renewed mind, and godly actions.
(Gal.5:18)— “But if you are led by the Spirit,you are not under the law.”

. The Holy Spirit leads according to God’s Word and will.

1) The Spirit shapes believers into the image of Christ, accomplishing
what the law could not (Rom. 8:3-4).

2) He not only assures us of salvation but leads us into a holy and
obedient life.

. The Spirit’s guidance is manifested in the fruit of life.

1) The fruit of the Spirit confirms His leading (Gal. 5:22-23).

2) The Spirit-led person puts to death the desires of the flesh and longs
for righteousness and holiness (Rom. 8:13; Matt. 5:6).

3) Passion for evangelism,freedom from the fear of death, transcendence
over worldly things, and hope of heaven are all signs of being led by
the Spirit.

. The Spirit leads believers to live out the love of Christ.

1) True Spirit guidance results in practical, sacrificial lovefor Christ and
others (John 13:34-35; Matt. 25:35-46).

2) The Spirit always points to Christ and fills us with His Word and love.
