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Lecture 18: The Manifestation and Power of the Holy Spirit

1. The Gospel and the Holy Spirit

1) For Paul, the gospel is the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ (1
Cor 15:1-3), which forms the foundation of salvation.

2) This gospel is God’s power and mystery, revealed not through human
wisdom or eloguence but through the manifestation and power of the
Holy Spirit(1 Cor 2:4-5).

3) Christ's resurrection is an act of the Spirit's power (Rom 8:11), and
the Spirit actualizes the gospel in believers.

2. The Rejection of Human Wisdom and Centrality of the Spirit
1) Paul deliberately rejected philosophical argument and human rhetoric
in proclaiming the gospel; he resolved to boast only in the cross (1
Cor 2:1-2).
2) This is because God's wisdom is hidden in the "foolishness" of the
cross, nullifying human pride (1 Cor 1:18-31).

3. The Gospel Must Be Confirmed by the Spirit
1) The gospel is not merely a message but a manifested powerthat must
be accompanied by the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:8, Heb 2:4).
2) All apostolic ministries in the early church were marked by signs,
wonders, and miracles through the Spirit (Acts 3:1-12; 13:4-12, etc.).

4. Jesus Christ’s Ministry and the Holy Spirit
1) Jesus was conceived by the Spirit,anointed by the Spirit for His public
ministry, and empowered by the Spirit for miracles and deliverance
(Acts 10:38).
2) His death, resurrection, and ascension were all accomplished in union
with the Holy Spirit (Rom 1:4, Heb 9:14, Rom 8:11).

5. The Believer’'s Life in the Spirit
1) The Holy Spirit is the sole power enabling the believer’s victorious life.
We are no longer under the law but under the Spirit's guidance (Rom
8:14, Gal 5:18).
2) Pauline theology emphasizes living not under legalism, but under the

reign of grace—a life guided and empowered by the Spirit.
