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Lecture 19: To Be Led by the Holy Spirit
(Romans 8:14)

“For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God.”(Romans 8:14)

1. Being Led by the Spirit Is the Mark of God's Children

1) Paul affirms that being led by the Spirit is not merely an emotional
experience but a definitive mark of sonship.

2) It verifies not only justification but also sanctification as a real and
continuing process.

3) Those under the law live in fear and condemnation, but those in the
Spirit cry out “Abba, Father” through the Spirit of adoption (Rom.
8:15-16).

2. Conflict Between the Flesh and the Spirit
1) Galatians 5:16-18 shows that walking by the Spirit frees one from the
desires of the flesh and from being under the law.
2) The life of a believer is marked by an ongoing spiritual conflict—
between the mind of the flesh (death) and the mind of the Spirit (life
and peace) (Rom. 8:6-8).

3. Characteristics of Those Led by the Spirit
1) They examine their thoughts and lives in light of the Word of God.
2) Their desires shift from worldly to heavenly; their focus is on God's
glory and Christ's kingdom.

3) The Holy Spirit always leads toward Christ, never away from Him.

4) They are sensitive to sin and yearn for holiness and righteousness.

5) They suffer inner anguish over sin and seek to mortify the deeds of
the flesh.

6) They are passionate about spreading the gospel and increasingly lose
interest in worldly matters.

7) They are freed from the fear of death (Heb. 2:14-15).

4, A Life that Acknowledges the Spirit in All Things
1) Proverbs 3:6: “In all your ways acknowledge Him, and He will direct
your paths.”




2) The indwelling Spirit leads believers moment by moment, illuminating
and guiding them.

3) The body of the believer is the temple of the Holy Spirit, and He
speaks directly to our spirit.

4) Spiritual discernment and immediate obedience are required to follow
His leading faithfully.
