The Nature of Life in the Spirit

2.

1) Paul defines Christian life as “life in the Spirit” (Rom. 8:1-11),
contrasted with life under the law.

2) It is a supernatural life where the old self is crucified and the believer
lives in the newness of life (Gal. 2:20).

Union with Christ and Spiritual Power

1) Believers are “in Christ” and are new creations (2 Cor. 5:17).
2) This union, empowered by the Spirit, is the source of all spiritual
strength (Phil. 4:13).

3. The Body as the Temple of the Spirit

1) The believer's body is the temple of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 6:19).

2) Paul teaches that God dwells in believers, calling them to live a



sanctified life (1 Cor. 3:16-17).

. Living by the Mind of the Spirit

1) The mindset on the flesh is death, but the mindset on the Spirit is life
and peace (Rom. 8:6).

2) Paul urges believers to walk by the Spirit and not by the flesh (Gal.
5:16-25).

. Victory through the Power of the Spirit

1) The gospel is not based on human wisdom but on the demonstration
of the Spirit’s power (1 Cor. 2:4-5).

2) As the apostles lived boldly through the Spirit, believers are to receive
His power to overcome (Acts 1:8; Rom. 15:13).

. Spiritual Breathing: Confession and Intake

1) Paul considers prayer as spiritual breathing: "Pray without ceasing" (1
Thess. 5:17).

2) Confession (1 John 1:9), forgiveness, Scripture, praise, and fellowship
are vital for continual communion with the Spirit (Eph. 5:18-21).

. Fruits of the Spirit and the New Commandment

1) The fruits of the Spirit (Gal. 5:22-23) fulfill what the law could not—
genuine righteousness and love.

2) This life fulfills the New Commandment of Christ through love and
holiness (Rom. 13:8-10).

. Spiritual Warfare and Armor of God

1) Paul teaches that believers are in a cosmic battle against spiritual
powers (Eph. 6:10-20).

2) Only those clothed with the full armor of God through the Spirit can
withstand the devil’'s schemes.

. Living with a Living Hope

1) Paul speaks of the blessed hope of resurrection, heaven, and Christ’s
return (Tit. 2:13; Phil. 3:20).

2) Believers are called to seek things above and live with eternal reward
in view (Col. 3:1-4).
