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Lessen 6 : The Biblical Way to Receive the

Baptism of the Holy Spirit
(Pauline Theological Summary)

1. Distinction Between Salvation and Spirit Baptism
1) Paul emphasizes that salvation (regeneration)is a free gift of God
granted by faith apart from works (Rom 3:28).

2) In contrast, the baptism of the Holy Spirit is promised only to those
who are already saved, as a second grace for empowerment (Acts
1:8).

3) Paul distinguishes between believing in Christand receiving the Holy
Spiritin texts like Acts 19:2 and 1 Corinthians 2:12.

2. The Condition for Spirit Baptism: Faith and Longing
1) Spirit baptism is not earned by human effort or legalistic striving but
is received by faith(Gal 3:2).

2) It is a gift (charisma), sovereignly given by God (1 Cor 12:4), poured
out upon the believer as an act of divine grace.

3. External Evidences of the Spirit Baptism
1) Paul references tongues,prophecy, praise, and thanksgiving as external
evidences of being filled with the Spirit (1 Cor 14, Eph 5:18-20).

2) In Acts 19:6, the disciples in Ephesus receive the Holy Spirit through
Paul's laying on of hands, followed by speaking in tongues and
prophesying.



4. Internal Evidences of Spirit Baptism

1) Internal fruits include intimate communion with God,effective intercessory
prayer (Rom 8:26), joy, spiritual discernment, and assurance.

2) Paul teaches that those who receive the Spirit can call God "Abba,
Father" (Rom 8:15), showing the Spirit’s witness to our sonship.

5. Biblical Method of Receiving the Spirit
1) According to Paul, the way to receive the Spirit is:

(1) Believethe promise (Gal 3:14)
(2) Desire and ask through prayer (Rom 8:26, Eph 6:18)

(3) Receive through the laying on of handsin the church community
(Acts 19:6)
