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2. Christology (Doctrine of Christ)

. Definition

Christology is the field of theology that studies the person and work of Jesus
Christ, focusing on His divine and human natures, and His role in the salvation
of humanity.

2.

Central Themes in Christology

1) The Deity of Christ
(1) Jesus is truly God.
(2) John 1:1: “In the beginning was the Word--- and the Word was God.”
(3) Biblical evidence for His divinity: John 1:1, Colossians 2:9, Hebrews 1:3

2) The Humanity of Christ
(1) Jesus is truly human.
(2) John 1:14: “The Word became flesh and dwelt among us...”
(3) Evidences of His humanity: His birth, hunger, sorrow, suffering, and death

3) The Two Natures of Christ
(1) Jesus possesses both full divinity and full humanityin one person.
(2) Council of Chalcedon (AD 451): "Without confusion, without change,
without division, without separation”




. The Offices of Christ

1) Prophet
(1) He proclaims God’s Word to the people.

(2) John 6:14, Luke 24:19

2) Priest
(1) The mediator between God and humanity, offering Himself as a sacrifice
for sin.
(2) Hebrews 4:14-16, Hebrews 9

3) King
(1) The eternal King, descended from David.
(2) Matthew 28:18: “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to

”

me.

. The Atoning Work of Christ

1) Substitutionary Atonement
(1) He died in our place to bear the penalty for our sins.
(2) Isaiah 53, 1 Corinthians 15:3

2) Resurrection

(1) He overcame death and rose again.
(2) Romans 1:4, 1 Corinthians 15

3) Ascension and Second Coming
(1) He ascended into heaven and will return.
(2) Acts 1:11

. Modern Challenges to Christology

1) Liberal theology that denies Christ’s divinity and miracles
2) Heresies that distort the balance of His two natures (e.g., Arianism,
Nestorianism, Monophysitism)

. The Importance of Christology

1) Knowing who Jesus is lies at the core of the Christian faith.

2) A wrong view of Christ leads to a wrong understanding of salvation.

3) Matthew 16:16— Peter’s confession: “You are the Christ, the Son of the living
God.”
