3. Key Themes of Pauline Theology
1) Gospel
(1) The gospel is the power of God (Rom 1:16)
(2) Centered on the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ
(3) Salvation by grace

2) Justification
(1) Justified by faith
(2) Not by works of the Law
(3) Key passages: Romans 3-5
(4)

Key idea: “A person is justified by faith apart from works of the law”

3) Union with Christ
(1) Dying and rising with Christ
(2) New identity and life
(3) Key passages:
@ Galatians 2:20
® Romans 6

4) Sanctification
(1) Transformation through the Holy Spirit
(2) Ongoing process of holiness
(3) Key concept: Already / Not Yet

5) Church
(1) The body of Christ
(2) Community of believers
(38) Key aspects:
@ Unity of Jews and Gentiles
® Love and order

6) Eschatology
(1) Second coming and resurrection
(2) Fulfillment of the Kingdom of God
(3) Features: Already begun / Not yet completed




4. Characteristics of Pauline Theology
1) Christ—centered
All theology revolves around Christ

2) Grace—centered salvation
Salvation by grace through faith

3) Role of the Holy Spirit
Applies salvation
Transforms believers

5. Application
1) Personal Application
(1) Living by faith
(2) Understanding union with Christ

2) Church Application
(1) Community—centered faith
(2) Love and service

6. Conclusion
