. Definition of Biblical Theology

1) Biblical Theology is the study of God’s redemptive revelation throughout
the entire Bible.

2) It understands both the Old and New Testaments as a unified
message centered on Jesus Christ.

. Characteristics of Biblical Theology

1) Historical Progression
God’s revelation unfolds progressively in history.

2) Christ—-Centeredness
All Scripture points to Jesus Christ.

3) Unity
The Old and New Testaments form one unified story.

. Purpose of Biblical Theology

1) To understand God’s plan of redemption
2) To grasp the overall flow of Scripture

3) To understand the true Gospel

4) To guide faith and life

. Difference from Systematic Theology

1) Systematic Theology: organizes the Bible by topics (e.g., God, salvation)
2) Biblical Theology: follows the historical unfolding of revelation

. Central Message

1) The Bible has one central message:
2) Salvation through Jesus Christ

. Application

1) Read the Bible as a whole
2) Interpret Scripture through Christ
3) Establish a Gospel-centered faith
