1. What is Revelation?

1) Revelation is God making Himself known to humanity.

2) Since humans cannot fully know God through reason or effort, God
must reveal Himself.

3) General Revelation: revealed through nature, history, and conscience



4) Special Revelation: revealed through Scripture and Jesus Christ

. The Center of Revelation

1) All revelation is fulfilled in Jesus Christ.
2) The Bible is the Word of God centered on Christ.

. What is Interpretation?

1) Interpretation is the process of understanding the meaning of God’s
revelation.
2) Biblical interpretation seeks God's intention, not human opinion.

. Principles of Proper Interpretation

1) Scripture interprets Scripture

2) Consider the context

3) Understand the author’s intent

4) Follow the guidance of the Holy Spirit

. Relationship Between Revelation and Interpretation

1) Revelation is given by God,

2) Interpretation is the human process of understanding it.

3) Therefore, true interpretation is impossible without the help of the Holy
Spirit.
