2) Major Controversies
(1) Arian Controversy
@ The Son is a created being
@ “There was a time when the Son was not”
@ Denies Christ’s divinity

(2) Athanasius’ Position
@ Same substance with the Father (Homoousios)
@ Fully God

(3) Council of Nicaea (AD 325)
@ Rejected Arianism
@ Affirmed the divinity of Christ

(4) Council of Constantinople (AD 381)
@ Affirmed the divinity of the Holy Spirit
@ Completed Trinitarian doctrine

3) Heresies
(1) Modalism: One God appearing in different modes
(2) Subordinationism: The Son is inferior

1) One essence, three persons
2) Unity and distinction
3) Cooperative work in salvation
