2) Importance of a Thesis Outline
(1) A thesis outline functions as the blueprint of the research.
(2) Benefits of an outline:
@ Clarifies research direction
@ Organizes logical flow

® Saves writing time
@® Maintains research consistency

3) How to Create a Thesis Outline
Step 1. Define the Research Topic
Example: A Study on the Concept of Grace in Pauline Theology

Step 2: Organize Main Chapters
Example:
@ Introduction
@ Historical Background of Pauline Theology
® Theological Meaning of Grace




@ Grace in the Pauline Epistles
® Contemporary Theological Application
® Conclusion

Step 3: Develop Subsections
Example:
@ Historical Background of Pauline Theology
@ Jewish Background
® Influence of Hellenistic Culture
@ Theology of the Early Church
