@® Characteristics:
@ Rejection of infant baptism
® Emphasis on voluntary faith
@ Separation of church and state
® Persecution and martyrdom

4) English Reformation
(1) Initiated by Henry VI
@ Politically motivated
@ Formation of the Anglican Church

5) Catholic Counter—Reformation
(1) Council of Trent (1545-1563)
(2) Role of the Jesuits
(3) Doctrinal clarification and internal reform
